No. D-15-07-2013-XIV-3.—The following draft of rules which the State Government proposes to make in
exercise of the powers conferred by clause (xxxii) of sub-section (2) of Section 79 read with Section 14 & 14-A of the
Madhya Pradesh Krishi Upaj Mandi Adhiniyam, 1972 (No. 24 of 1973) is hereby published as required by sub-section
(1) of Section 79 of the said Act for information of all persons likely to be affected thereby and notice is hereby given
that the said draft will be taken into consideration on the expiry of thirty days from the date of publication of this
Notice in the “Madhya Pradesh Gazette”.

Any objection or suggestion which may be received from any person with respect to the said draft of rules on or
before the expiry of the period specified above will be considered by the State Government.

DRAFT OF RULES

1. Short title.—These rules may be called the Madhya Pradesh Krishi Upaj Mandi (Mandi Samiti Ke Adhyaksh
Tatha Upadhyaksh ke viruddha Avishwas Prastav) Niyam, 2013.

2. Definitions.—In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,—
(a) “Act” means the Madhya Pradesh Krishi Upaj Mandi Adhiniyam,1972 (No. 24 of 1973);

(b) “Chairman” and “Vice-Chairman” means the Chairman and Vice-Chairman, elected under sub-
section (1) of Section 13;

(© “Form” means a form appended to these rules;
(d) “Member” means the member of the committee constituted under Section 11;
(e) “Section” means the Section of the Act;

3. Notice.—(1) The members of the Market Committee desiring to move a motion of no confidence against the
Chairman or Vice-Chairman, as the case may be, shall give a notice thereof to the Secretary in the Form-1 appended to
these rules :
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Provided that such notice shall be signed by not less than 50 percent of the total number of members constituting
the market committee :

Provided further that where the members desire to move the motion of no confidence against both the Chairman
and Vice- Chairman, they shall give separate notice.

(2) The secretary, on receiving the notice under sub-rule (1), shall sign thereon a certificate stating the date on
which and hour at which the notice has been given to him and shall acknowledge the receipt.

(3) On receiving the notice under sub-rule (1) the Secretary shall satisfy himself about the admissibility of the
notice with reference to sub-section (3) and (4) of Section 11-B and clause (ii) of sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of
Section 14, as the case may be, and on being thus satisfied, he shall fix the date, time and place for the meeting of the
Market Committee, which shall be less than thirty days from the date of the receipt of the said notice. The notice of
such meeting specifying the date, time and place thereof shall be caused to be got despatched by the Secretary to every
member of the market committee ten clear days in advance of meeting. A copy of such notice shall be sent to the
collector for the purpose of appointment of Presiding Officer under clause (iv) of sub-section (2) of Section 14.

4. Appointment of Presiding Officer.—The Collector, under clause (iv) of sub-section (2) of Section 14, shall
appoint a Revenue Officer, not below the rank of—

(i) Naib Tahsildar, in the case of Market Committee Class Third and Fourth;
@) Tahsildar in the case of Market Committee Class Second; and
(iii) Deputy Collector, in the case of Market Committee Class First, to preside over such meeting and

for the purpose of considering the no confidence motion against the Chairman and/or Vice-Chairman
and the Secretary shall be informed about such appointment at least three days before the date
fixed for meeting.

5. Conduct of meeting.—(1) The Presiding Officer shall record the attendance of members of the market
committee, present at the meeting.

(2) After the motion is moved, the mover shall first speak on the motion and there after other members may, if
they so desire, speak on the motion.

(3) On the conclusion of the debate on the motion, the Presiding Officer shall call the members present in the
meeting, one by one, and shall give him/her in Forrn-2, a ballot paper written in Devnagri script in Hindi, duly signed
by him to indicate its authenticity, to cast his vote for or against the motion. The member who wants to vote in favour
of the motion shall affix the symbol () in the box in ballot paper and the member who wants to vote against the
motion shall affix the symbol (X) in the box. After the member has recorded his/her vote, he/she shall fold the ballot
paper to maintain secrecy and put it in the ballot box kept on the table of the Presiding Officer :

Provided that the special invitees under second proviso of clause (d) and the member nominated under clause (f)
of sub-section (1) of Section 11 shall have no right to vote.

(4) After the voting, is over, the Presiding Officer shall take out the ballot papers from the ballot box and sort out
the votes for and against the motion. If the number of votes in favour of the motion fulfils the requirement of sub-
section (1) of Section 14, the Presiding Officer shall declare that the motion of no confidence is passed. But, the motion
is not carried out as mentioned, the Presiding Officer shall thus record, the mention of motion has failed.

6. Minutes of the proceedings.—Minutes of the proceedings of the meeting called under rule 3 shall be drawn

up by the Presiding Office and recorded and signed in the minutes book kept in the market committee for recording the
proceedings.

7. Safe keeping of Records.—(1) The Presiding Officer shall keep in safe custody the ballot papers referred to

in sub-rule (3) of rule 5, in his office duly sealed along with a copy of the minutes of the proceedings for a period of
S years :
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Provided that the validity of disposal of the proposal carried out against Chairman and Vice-Chairman, as the
case may be, is referred under Section 14-A, such bundle of ballot paper could be opened under the orders of Divisional
Commissioner before him and not otherwise.

(2) The minutes of the proceedings recorded under sub-rule (1) shall include,—

@) name of the members present;

(ii) the decision of the meeting on the motion of no confidence;

(iii) when such decision is not unanimous, the number of votes for and against such motion; and
(iv) the number of members, who have remained neutral.

8. Decision to be communicated to the Managing Director and Collector.—(1) When the market committee
takes a decision on any motion of no confidence, the Presiding Officer shall communicate forthwith a copy of the
proceedings drawn under rule 6 to the Managing Director and the Collector, and shall hand over the minutes of
proceedings to the Secretary for safe custody.

(2) A copy of the final orders passed by the Divisional Commissioner shall be made available to the Managing
Director, Collector and concerned Market Committee.

9. Challenge to validity of motion of no confidence.—(I) Chairman and / or Vice-Chairman, as the case may
be, desires to challenge the validity of the motion carried out, he may, within the period of fifteen days of its disposal
refer the dispute to the Divisional Commissioner.

(2) Reference shall contain a concise statement of the material facts, on which the applicant relies.

(3) Reference shall be signed by the concerned person and verified in the manner prescribed in Code of Civil
Procedure, 1908 (No. 5 of 1908) for verification pleadings.

(4) Reference filed by any other person than that specified in sub-rule (1) shall not be accepted and it shall
forthwith be dismissed.

(5) A copy of the reference submitted to the Divisional Commissioner shall be made available to the Presiding
Officer concerned.

(6) The Presiding Officer shall make available the minutes of the proceeding, along with the bundle of the
related ballot papers, in a sealed packet to the Divisional Commissioner, within three days of receipt of the copy of said
reference to him.

(7) The Divisional Commissioner shall within a period of 45 days from presentation of the reference to him,
decide its validity. The decision made by him shall be final :

Provided that before passing his final orders by the Divisional Commissioner, reasonable opportunity of hearing
shall duly be given to the party concerned.

(8) A copy of final order so passed shall be made available to the Managing Director, Collector and concerned
Market Committee.

10. Repeal.—Previous rules, if any, related to this shall stand repealed from the date of final publication of these
rules in the “Madhya Pradesh Gazette”.
