AMENDED NOTIFICATION

No. D-15-58-2014-XTV-3.— Rescinding the same number notification dated 9" December 2014 Whereas, in
the opinion of the State Government, the notified agriculture produce (Basmati) “Paddy’’ grown the state and sold by
the farmers in the market yard and which is either being used in the rice/paddy mills established in the state and or
is being sent out of the state, should be encouraged.

Now, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (2) of Section 69 of the Madhya Pradesh
Krishi Upaj Mandi Adhimiyam, 1972 (No. 24 of 1973) (the Act), the State Government hereby exempt the notified
agricultural produce (Basmati) “Paddy’’ grown the state and sold by the farmers in the market yard and which is either
being used in the rice/paddy mills established in the state and or is being sent out of the state, from payment of market
fee in whole as provided in the Act, subject to the following conditions and restrictions, namely:—

“ The benefit of this notification can be claimed by only such market functionary who has the valid licence
in the mandi under sections 32 and 32-A of the Act, and who submits to the market committee of
the market area, all periodic returns and other details as provided in the Act and Mandi By-laws. But
the said exemption from market fee shall not be admissible on any variety of “Paddy’’ other than
Basmati.”’

In case of breach of aforesaid condition or non compliance or violation of the provisions of this Act and or
mandi by laws, five time amount of the exemption of market fees will be payable as penalty to the
concerned market committee and action as provided in the Act shall also be initiated.

This notification after publication in “Gazette’” shall come in to force w.e.f. 9 December 2014 tll
31 March 2015.
