No. D-15-58-2017-XIV-3.—The following draft of amendments in the Madhya Pradesh Krishi Upaj Mandi
(State Marketing Development Fund) Rules, 2000 which the State Government propose to make in exercise of
powers conferred by clause (xxi) of sub-section (2) of Section 79 of the Madhya Pradesh Krishi Upaj Mandi
‘Adhiniyam, 1972 (No. 24 of 1973), is hereby published as tequired by sub-section (1) of Section 79 of the
Adhiniyam for the information of all persons likely to be affected thereby and notice is hereby given that the said
draft of rules will be taken into consideration on the expiry of 30 days from the date of publication of this notice
in the Madhya Pradesh Gazette.

Any objection or suggestion which may be received from any person with respect to the said draft of rules
on or before the expiry of the period specified above will be considered by the State Government.

DRAFT OF AMENDMENT

State Government, hereby, publish the amendments in the Madhya Pradesh Krishi Upaj Mandi (State Marketing
Development Fund) Rules, 2000;—

In the said rules—
) In rule (2) in place of clause (c), the following clause shall be substituted, namely:—

“©) Farmer Road Fund means the amount collected for the construction and maintenance of rural
roads by Madhya Pradesh Rural Road Development Authority, construction and augmentation
of basic infrastructure of market area, roads and essential infrastructure of market and sub
market yards and Mukhya Mantri Krishak Jeevan Kalyan Scheme.”

2) In rule (3) after sub-rule (1), the words “bank draft” shall be substituted by the words “bank
draft/electronic transfer”.

3 In rule (6) after the sub-rule (1) the following sub-rule (2) and its sub-sections shall be inserted,
namely:—

6 (2) Use of Farmer Road Fund:—

2 (A) As per Rule 4 section (a), the money deposited i.e. 85 paisa (eighty five paisa) by the
mandi committees in the account as detailed in Rule 6(1), an amount at the rate of 58.50
paisa (Fifty eight and a half paisa) shall be released from time to time to “Madhya Pradesh
Rural Road Development Authority” for the purpose of “Rural road construction and
maintenance”. '

2 (B) As per Rule 4 section (a), the money deposited ie. 85 paisa (eighty five paisa) by the
mandi committees in the account as detailed in Rule 6(1), an amount at the rate of 2.50
paisa (two and a half paisa) shall be made available for “Chief Minister’s Farmer Life
Welfare Scheme, Fund” and the money from the said Fund shall be used for the
beneficiaries of the scheme from time to time.

2 (C) As per Rule 4 section (a), the money deposited i.e. 85 paisa (eithty five paisa) by the
mandi committees in the account as detailed in Rule 6 (1), an amount at the rate of
24 paisa (twenty four paisa) and the money of interest accured in the bank accounts of
Rule 6(1) shall be used by the Mandi Board for “Construction and augmentation of
basis infrastructure of market area, roads and essential infrastructure of market and
sub market yards” The money shall be used as per the procedure laid down in Rule
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(9) i.e. “Procedure for doing construction work from Board Fund” and the audit of
the expenditure shall be carried out by the statutory auditors of the Mandi Board.
(G In Rule (7) sub-rule (2) in place of clause (b-b) the following shall be substituted, namely:—

(b-b)  From the money deposited i.e. 15 paisa (fifteen paisa) by the mandi committees in the
account as detailed in Rule (4) clause (b), i.e. the “Agricultural Research and Infrastructure
Development Fund,” an amount at the rate of 1.5 paisa (one and a half paisa) shall be
deposited in “Chief Minister’s Farmer Life Welfare Scheme Fund” and the money
deposited in the Fund would be used from time to time for the Beneficiaries of the Scheme.
