Whereas, the State Government has decided to reimburse
market fees to eligible exporters by encouraging agricultural exports
from Madhya Pradesh, so that farmers of the State can get better
price for their wheat crop and national exporters/ agricultural

industries are promoted in the State;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section -
69 of the Madhya Pradesh Krishi Upaj Mandi Adhiniyam, 1972 (No.
24 of 1973), the State Government, hereby provides for
reimbursement of mandi fees (excluding nirashrit shulk) paid for
the notified agricultural produce wheat under the said Act which
has been grown in the State of Madhya Pradesh purchased in any
market area of the state and is used by any licensed exporter for

exports, subject to the following terms and conditions:-

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Notified agricultural produce means "wheat" as a produce .
mentioned in the Schedule mentioned under clause (a) of sub-
section (1) of section 2 of the Act.

2. Subject to the condition number 1, as mentioned above, the

notified agricultural produce "wheat" grown in the State of
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Madhya Pradesh and purchased in any market area for the
purpose of export under the provisions of the Act shall be
considered for the benefit of reimbursement of market fees.
This reimbursement of market fees shall be provided on the
quantity of notified agricultural produce "Wheat” purchased
from the farmer during the period 01.04.2022 to 30.06.2022
and exported up to 31.03.2023 (exported as “Wheat of Madhya
Pradesh Origin”).

The above mentioned reimbursement of market fees shall be
provided to the concerned exporter only on the quantity of
notified agricultural produce purchased from the state and
exported as a product of Madhya Pradesh origin. Such Market
fees shall not be reimbursed on those notified agricultural
produce which has been grown in other States of the country
and has been purchased and sold is a commercial transaction
or in contravention of the terms and conditions prescribed in
this notification.

'The expo'rter shall be required to be registered with the
Madhya Pradesh State Agricultural Marketing Board and it
shall be mandatory for the exporters to obtain the market
functionary license for the notified agricultural produce under
section 31, 32 or 32 (A) of the Act.

The exporter shall purchase notified agricultural produce
“wheat” in the Market/Submarket yard of any notified
Agricultural Produce Market Committee of the State, purchase
centres, directly from the farmer/seller through
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10.

Farmgate/Sauda Patrak App or from licensed traders as a
commercial transaction through E-anugya portal.

It shall be mandatory for the exporter to get entered the
quantity of notified agricultural produce purchased from the
state in his E-anugya portal account and out of which the
market fees may be reimbursed on the actual quantity
exported as product of Madhya Pradesh origin.

It shall be mandatory to pay the applicable market fees and
nirashrit shulk on the exported quantity of agricultural
produce to the concerned Agricultural Produce Market

" Committee. Proof of payment of market fees and nirashrit

"shulk shall be a mandatory requirement for availing the

benefit of reimbursement of market fees.

Application for reimbursement of market fees, along with
relevant documents, shall be submitted to the Managing
Director, Madhya Pradesh State Agricultural Marketing Board,
Bhopal within a period of 60 days from the date of export. The
State Government may consider the delayed applications
received after 60 days.

The Managing Director, Madhya Pradesh State Agricultural
Marketing Board is hereby designated to decide for the
reimbursement from market fees to the eligible exporters as
per the terms and conditions laid down in this notification.
The Managing Director, Madhya Pradesh State Agricultural
Marketing Board shall be required to take necessary decision

in this regard within a period of 30 days from the receipt of the

application on case wise scrutiny.

After taking decision for reimbursement of market fees, the
Madhya Pradesh State Agricultural Marketing Board s.ha]l
reimburse 100% market fees (excluding nirashrit shulk) to the
eligible exporter on the exported quantity of wheat of Madhya
Pradesh origin in accordance with the above mentioned terms
and conditions.

The Madhya Pradesh State Agricultural Marketing Board shall
after the payment of market fees reimbursement to exporters
issue a demand note to the concerned Agricultural Produce
Market Committee from whose market area wheat has been
purchased and exported. It shall be mandatory for the
concerned Agricultural Produce Market Committee to deposit
the reimbursed amount with the Madhya Pradesh State
Agricultural Marketing Board immediately.

The provisions of the Act and byelaws shall be applicable on
exporters as they are applicable on other licensees. In case of
violation of the above provisions, terms and conditions or
attaining incentive through false/ forged documents, the
amount reimbursed on the notified agricultural produce to the
exporter shall be recoverable by imposing penalty aé total
market fees reimbursement along with 24% simple annual
interest and the license of the exporter shall be liable to be

cancelled.
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Detailed guidelines regarding market fees reimbursement shall
be issued separately by the Managing Director, Madhya
Pradesh State Agricultural Marketing Board.

Notwithstanding anything contained in the - aforesaid
provisions of the Farmers’ Welfare and Agriculture
Development Department, Government of Madhya Pradesh
may at any time relax, modify or cancel the scheme and any
provisions keeping in view of larger public interest.

If any dispute arises, the decision of the Managing Director,
Madhya Pradesh State Agricultural Marketing Board shall be
final and binding.
